Jackie King (member of the parish) asked who is to replace Alex Pierre Traves duties as he is resigning as a parish councillor.

A notice of thanks from the fellow parish councillors to Alex for all is work and commitment to the parish was recorded.
Alex -Defib to be managed by Bec who needs a bit of training on logging the checks
Emma F. will take over the booking of Reading Room and will hold the keys
Rivers not yet handed over to anyone
A parish councillor will have to take this role on  
Fitness class-Richard will renew application for 2027
Alex to write a list and ask for volunteers for the rest of the roles.
There was a conversation to determine if any members of the parish will step up to take on some of Alex’s roles
Alex is currently the deputy chairman. There is no legal requirement to have a deputy chairman, but Councillor Alistar Hope as agreed to fulfil this role and chair council meetings should the chairman not be available

5 Report of the Gloucestershire County Councillor 
None present
6 Planning report- Information and decisions on the website. 
Regarding Planning Ref 25/02112//TCONR, there was some concern that tree work is being carried out at Barrington Grove although there has been no decision on the planning application.
The question was raised about trees that lean onto the A40, JDV advised these trees are the councils responsibility and are within a project to be trimmed but no exact date has been given
7. Traffic Management (JH):  Burford back into press for damage of High St, there is a new conversation about a traffic plan.
New report to police about speeding vehicles through the village. A total of 6820 vehicles were recorded during the camera’s daylight working hours, there were 348 speeding vehicles recorded, the fastest speed is 45mph in Gt Barrington.
The Little Barrington camera is functioning, but the new cage made by the blacksmith needs trimming as it is interfering with the radar. JSV is undertaking work to trim the cage.
Letters to the public are not having any effect, JDV has approached the police, Police to veriphy their data against their own radar before they will commit.
The escalation of action is the responsibility of local police station to knock on the door, Stowe police has not responded. A formal letter to the Police commissioner, the local MP, Tony Dale Cotswold Councillor, plus CC a County Councillor will be issued to push for action.
Cllr Wingfield reported that he attended two meetings with WiVTAG. The first was to introduce him to other members of the group and give all of them a brief update. The second was to give an update following WiVTAG’s Steering Group meeting with Burford Town Council and officers from Oxfordshire Highways. The hope had been to persuade the officers of the benefit of having a wider weight restriction plan. Unfortunately, officers were not agreeable to this plan at present and are insistent upon more surveys being done.
8. Neighbourhood/Community Watch & Fly Tipping
Sue Cleal is sending out posters not to leave valuables in the cars and if they are place them out of sight.
An incident in Little Barrington where a car had been broken into at the Fox public house. There has also been a burglary at a property in Gt. Rissington
There has been a questionnaire from the police about how they are doing, there is no visibility of police in the parish or enough police on the beat
Steps council can take about neighbourhood watch; police need to be seen in little communities. Remind people to hide valuables and lock up your house. To be done on village WhatsApp.
There are 2 WhatsApp groups one for each village (Great Barrington and Little Barrington). A decision is to be taken to merge the 2 villages WhatsApp groups to foster the sense of one community. The posts will be reviewed on each group and determine if there is a reason to merge the groups.
This will be discussed again in the March meeting
9 River Pollution (APT)
There was a meeting on the 05/12/2025 chaired by Sir Geoffrey Clifton-Brown MP held at The George Moore Community Centre in Bourton.
The agenda covered Flood Resilience and River Pollution. No minutes have been issued yet but they will be uploaded to the parish website when received
10 Assets register- The register was shown to the meeting, and a decision was taken to add the speed camera cage to the asset list.

A copy of the latest bank statement was produced, and it was agreed to look to place a reserve figure into a higher interest account providing this is allowed under legal guidelines.
